
Atlantic & Pacific Development in Montgomery, Alabama 

Rockville, Maryland. The project, which opened in 2007, sets a 
new standard for transit-oriented development, say jurors. 

Another winner, Mixson Avenue, was described as "an art­
ful, environmentally minded 44-acre infill addition to a historic 
North Charleston neighborhood recovering from a military 
base pullout." It features an intricate street network with a 
mix of uses and housing types including affordable units as 
small as 600 square feet. 

The neighborhood-scale group also includes an infill 
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development in Woodstock, Georgia, a public housing rede­
velopment in Chicago, and a redevelopment plan for a post­
industrial dock area of Edinburgh, Scotland. 

Block, Street, and Building 

Two groundbreaking pattern books were recognized. The 
first pattern book specifically for affordable housing brings 
high-quality traditional design to the work of Habitat for Hu­
manity - and encourages broader acceptance of well-designed 
affordable homes in desirable established neighborhoods. 
Another new pattern book not only seeks to revive the living 
tradition of Bahamian architecture but also calibrates the re­
gional vernacular to the LEED green building system. 

Traditional, classical, and restrained architecture was the 
preference of the jury at this scale. Other projects included 
an extension of a neighborhood main street in Montgomery, 
Alabama, with live-work townhouses; classical rowhouses 
with a central courtyard in Coral Gables, Florida; and the use 
of historic renovation to restore "grace and coherence" to a 
blighted square in Charleston, South Carolina. 

Also recognized 

Andrews University's School of Architecture won in the stu­
dent/ faculty category for a revitalization plan for economically 
depressed Michigan City, Indiana. While meeting in Miami, 
the jury toured the Perez Architecture Center at the University 
of Miami and moved to recognize the Leon Krier-designed 
building with a Jury Mention.•
